History of the ITCL
The 16 Superintendents of the Inter-County League and Tri-County League voted in January of 2005 to merge the two leagues into a combined, 16 team, two tier league that would be based on enrollment figures for OHSAA athletic competition.  The bigger schools (Columbiana, Crestview, East Palestine, Lisbon, Mineral Ridge, South Range, Springfield, and United) comprised the Upper Tier, while the small schools (Jackson-Milton, Leetonia, Lowellville, McDonald, Sebring, Southern, Wellsville, and Western Reserve) would make up the Lower Tier.  The league began playing as the new Inter-Tri County League in the fall of 2006, with football games beginning on Thursday August 24th of that year.
